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In the victorious struggle for the complete liberation of Yugoslavia, the Island

of Vis played an important historical role in 1944.

After the capitulation of Italy in 1943, the advance of partisan forces on the
Islands and the mainland, and the German occupation of the Adriatic area, the

great battle for the Adriatic began, which was of decisive importance not only for

the entire Balkan front but also for the general European sitaution.

The decision of the Supreme Command of the People's Liberation Army and
Part isan Detachments of Yugoslavia, of January 20, 1944, to fortify and defend
Vis, made it the headquarters of the Liberation movement, the chief naval base,
navy training centre and air base for the new Yugoslav air forces; it was also

the centre of the people's authority in all its forms, the seat of social and political
organizations and the focus of cultural and educational activities. An important
contribution to the defence of the island was made by the Allies who provided
material supplies and military equipment.

When the Supreme Command and the National Liberation Committee of
Yugoslavia arrived there, in June 1944, Vis became the major military and

political centre of the country. It was from Vis that Marshal Tito directed the
operations of the People's Liberation Army and with the National Liberation

Committee of Yugoslavia organized the institutions of people's authority. A
number of important agreements and contacts with the Allies were concluded
here, including the agreement between the National Liberation Committee and
Dr. Subasic as the representative of the exile government n London. This

agreement meant a new contribution to the strengthening of the international

standing of new Yugoslavia and the recognition of all the achievements of the
Revolution.

These events linked with the Island of Vis in the course of the People's
Liberation War and everything that influenced the development of these events,

represent a shining page in the history of our people, in the history of our
struggle for the Adriatic Sea.

U pobjedonosnim borbama za potpuno oslobodenje nase domovine, otok Vis

odigrao je u 1944. godini veliku historijsku ulogu.

Kapitulacijom Itali je 1943. godine i prodorom nasih snaga na obalu i otoke,

te njemackom okupacijom naseg jadranskog podrucja, otpocela je velika bitks

za Jadran, koja je bila od presudnog znacaja ne samo za citavo balkansko ratiste,

nego i za opcu situaciju u Evropi.

Odlukom Vrhovnog staba Narodnooslobodilacke vojske i partizanskih odreda

Jugoslavije, od 20. januara 1944. godine, da se otok Vis utvrdi i brani, Vis

postaje srediste nase borbe, glavna baza Mornarice Narodnooslobodilacke vojske

Jugoslavije, centar skolovanja njenih kadrova, razvitka nase mlade avijaci je, te

mnogostranog razvitka narodne vlasti, drustveno-politickih organizacija i kulturno-

prosvjetnog zivota. Znacajan doprinos obrani otoka Visa pruzili su i saveznici u

vidu materijalne i vojne opreme.

Dolaskom Vrhovnog staba i Nacionalnog komiteta oslobocenja Jugoslavije,

u junu 1944. godine, Vis postaje najvisi vojni i politick! centar nase zemlje

Sa oloka Visa drug Tito rukovodio je velikim operacijama Narodnooslobodilacke

vojske i s Nacionalnim komitetom oslobodenja Jugoslavije radio na izgradnji na-

rodne vlasti. Na Visu zakljucen je niz znacajnih sporazuma i kontakata sa save-

znicima, kao i sporazum izmedu Nacionalnog komiteta oslobodenja Jugoslavije i

dr Subasica, kao pretstavnika izbjeglicke vlade u Londonu. Ovaj sporazum'bio je

nov doprinos ucvrscenju medunarodnog polozaja nove Jugoslavije i priznanjg svih

tekovina nase revolucije.

Ovi dogadaji vezani za otok Vis u toku narodnooslobodilacke borbe i sve ono

sto je uz razvoj tih dogadaja vezano, pretstavlja svjetlu stranicu u historiji nasih

naroda, u historiji nase borbe za Jadran.



U desantnim akcijama jedinica XXVI divizije i Mornarice NOVJ-e sa otoka Visa
protiv njesnackih garnizona na obali i otocima. Od januara do oktobra 1944. uni-
steno je i zarobljeno 4.500 neprijateljskih vojnjka, zaplijenjeno 800 pusaka, 45
minobacaca, 44 topa, 25 teskih mitral jeza, 110 puskomitraljeza i niz ratnih i
transportnih njemackih brodova.
