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The exhibition took place in extraordinary circumstances for the Croatian History Mu-
seum, which is closed to the public due to the consequences of an earthquake from 
March 22 2020. Despite the inability to act in its own space, in the baroque Palace

tivities primarily seeks to justify its mission and proactively act in the direction of the 

realization of a permanent display until its renovation.
